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Purpose

This CROP Strategic Work Agenda sets out how CROP will work together over
2023 to deliver on Pacific Islands Forum (PIF) Leaders’ decisions, including work
priorities, objectives and deliverables, strengthening ways of working, and a calendar
of engagements.

CROP Heads will monitor progress against this Strategic Work Agenda through their
quarterly meetings and provide a progress report to Forum Leaders at the 52™ Pacific
Islands Forum (PIF) to be held in Cook Islands in 2023.

CROP Work Priorities

In response to Leaders’ decisions from the 575 PIF, held virtually in August 2021,
face-to-face in Fiji in July 2022, and Special Leaders Retreat held in February 2023
and arising issues, CROP’s seven priorities for 2023 aligned to the 2050 Strategy for
the Blue Pacific Continent are:

a) Political Leadership and Regionalism;
b) Climate Change and Disasters;

c) Resources and Economic Development;
d) Ocean and Natural Environment;

e) People Centred Development;

f) Peace and Security; and

g) Technology and Connectivity.

CROP will also continue to deliver on earlier Forum Leaders’ commitments and regional
strategies that require ongoing focus and action through CROP Working Groups.

Delivering on CROP Work Priorities
